o Piling will be finished in the next fortnight.

e 40-50MW of a total of 70MW panels have now arrived on site. Mounting structure now all
delivered and a third of those now erected.

e Projectis close to schedule.

e Question around grazing on site. Group would like EDF Renewables UK to promote
biodiversity and dual use of land to local community.

e Aiming to have all modules delivered by Christmas. Substantial drop in traffic should follow.

e Wet weather has carried mud onto roads but sweepers have been arranged to ensure good
road surfaces.

e Energisation is still on track for March.

e Question around other projects locally. AB unable to offer insight of roads they’re likely to
use.
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5. Community Benefit Fund (CBF)
e KMP confirmed CBF is index-linked to RPI.

e Reach Parish Council had accepted a 75/25 split, however a vote has been held by Burwell
Parish Council and 80/20 was unanimously agreed as a split. Reach Parish Council will
present this to their members and come back with their input and suggested split or
agreement with the proposed split. In the event that a democratic decision isn’t reached,
KMP will offer input from EDF Renewables UK on their recommendations.
